In Sanskrit: Arya Tajana Nama Mahayana Sutra
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Bod Kae Du. Phak Pa.Da Ka.Ye She.Zhe Ja Wa.Thek Pa.Chen Poi Do.
In Tibetan: Phakpa Daka Yeshe Zhejawa Thekpa Chenpo Do

In English: Noble Sutra of the Mahayana Wisdom at the Moment of Death
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Sang Gye Dang.Jang Chub Sem Pa.Tham Ched La.Chak Tsal Lo.
Homage to all the Buddhas and Bodhisattvas!
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Di Ked Dak Gie.Thoe Pai.Due Chik Na.

Wisdom arises from the ordinary mind, Buddhahood is independent of external factors.
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Chom Den De Kyie.De Ked Che.Ka Tsal Pa Dang.
Buddha Bhagavan proclaimed as thus,
